Purpose: Construct approximately 4.2 miles of 10-foot (8-feet where constrained)
accessible multi-use trail with boardwalk sections. This segment of the Shared-Use
Nonmotorized (SUN) Trail Network will be located within the Savannas Preserve State
Park, along roadways, and within the Canal 22 right-of-way.

Length: 4.2 miles

Contractor: West Construction, Inc.

Construction Start: July 21, 2024

Estimated Contract Cost: $5.82 Million

Estimated Completion: Late 2025

Contract Time: 413 calendar days
